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If a student is injured during a school lesson or school fixture and is unable to continue, the 
following procedure should be followed: 
 
 
  

Student injured and unable to 
continue with lesson or match 

Assessed by member of school staff or contracted physio, not a 
spectator or parent, even if medically qualified (the exception to 
this being in serious or life-threatening injury). 

If the parents are spectating, the student can be handed 
over to them and it should be made clear that they are then 
taking responsibility for this child.  
 

Assessed to have injury 
or HEAD INJURY 

requiring urgent A&E 
input: 

Assessed to be injured but 
well enough to continue with 

match or lesson. 

HEAD 
INJURY/CONCUSSION, not 

requiring urgent A&E 
assessment. 

To A&E via ambulance or 
taxi, accompanied by 
member of staff or parent. 
If a member of staff is 
taking them, parents 
should be contacted and 
asked to meet at A&E if 
practical. 
 

Keep warm and reassess at 
end of session. Contact 
parent to advise, student 
may not need collecting if 
recovered but parent should 
be made aware. 

Student to be assessed using 
RGS Concussion protocol. 
Parents must be contacted 
and asked to collect or make 
arrangements for collection. 
Reference card given to 
student advising when 
medical advice should be 
sought. Older students must 
not be allowed to drive home 
if they have a car at the 
fixture.  

Student should be handed over to the 
parent collecting by member of staff 
present at incident if possible. If not, 
handover to member of reception staff 
with a completed form. Student must 
be handed over to parent by a member 
of staff. Accident form to be completed.
